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Task Description

Extended Response: In class examination

In class on Thursday 3rd July (Period 1), you will write an extended response to ONE of the following
questions:

OPTION 1
“There is magic in the old and magic in the new; the trick is to successfully combine the two."

With reference to the above statement and your prescribed texts, to what extent do modern
composers reimagine the forms, features and structures of their predecessors?

OR

OPTION 2
“Literature serves to show a man that those original thoughts of his aren’t very new after all.”

To what extent does this statement relate to your study of Textual Conversations? In your
response, refer to the quotation and your pair of prescribed texts.

In your extended response, you must make detailed reference to your prescribed texts, The Tempest by
William Shakespeare and Hag-Seed by Margaret Atwood.

You will have 40 minutes writing time. You will need to write a full response (800-1000 words) to ONE of
the above questions; you will be told which of the following questions on the day of the assessment task.

In preparation for this assessment task, you may bring in a HARD COPY of your assessment scaffold, which
was uploaded to Google Classroom the day the notification was distributed. This scaffold is to include
quotes and techniques (ONLY) from your prescribed text. A sample has been provided with this
assessment notification For this scaffold to be permitted in this assessment, it should:

is to be TYPED (11pt, Arial font, single spaced)

must still fit into ONE SINGLE SIDED A4 PAGE with the original margins;

may use bullet points and/or coloured highlighting.

only contain quotes and techniques. There is NO REFERENCE to themes, character names,
point sentences, context etc.

Teacher Feedback and Student Self-Reflection

e The task will typically be returned to students in TWO school weeks from the date of the task.

e At this time feedback including information on how to improve will be provided through teacher annotations,
general markers comments and marking guidelines. Students should consult all carefully to inform their future
improvement.

e Students can clarify or seek further feedback by speaking with their teacher or the specific marker of the
respective section of the exam.

e Upon return of the task, students will also be expected to complete a self-reflection. This will be done in class with
the classroom teacher and will involve goal setting for future HSC assessments.

How does this link to my learning?

The completion of this assessment will prepare students for Section 2 of Paper 2: Modules of both their Trial HSC Exam
and final HSC. Students need to develop skills in planning their response in relation to the specific elements of their
module, and reproducing this in exam conditions.
