Task Description
Part 1: Exterior Painting

You will produce a detailed exterior painting on A3 paper that demonstrates your understanding and
application of painting and tonal techniques. You are to select an exterior image for your artwork, which can
include famous landmarks, scenery, local beach, park, cityscape, etc. You are required to complete an
exterior artwork using acrylic or watercolour paint. The aim of this assessment is to develop your skills in
observing, interpreting, and rendering landscapes through effective use of light and shadow, tonal variation
and painting techniques. .

Students will have time to work on these artworks in class. They are to be submitted to their classroom
teacher by 3pm on Friday 31st of October, 2025.

Part 2: VAPD

You will be submitting your Visual Arts Process Diary that documents your artistic journey, including planning
and experimentation on your artwork. This diary serves as a record of your creative process, including
sketches, and examples of experimentation with techniques and materials leading up to your landscape
painting. You need to ensure you have the following completed:

- Landscape draft sketches
- Colour scheme plan

- Title pages

- Worksheets glued in

- Theory Notes
